World Hunger Seminar at Carroll University Brings
High School Students from Around the World.

For over thirty years, the World Affairs Seminar
exposed young people from throughout the world to
other cultures in an effort to build understanding and
stronger relationships. Headquartered in Wisconsin, the
World Affairs Seminar (WAS) touched over 20,000
future world leaders ages 16 to 18, exposing them to the
ideas of international thinkers.

O'he students have had the opportunity to
participate in challenging intellectual exercises and to
make lasting friendships with people their own age from
other countriesO said Tom Plantenberg, Executive
Director. (Past graduates tell us the relationships
formed during their short time at the World Affairs
Seminar have endured, sometimes transiting into
business and political contacts over time.O

The 2009 Seminar theme is World Hunger, a
topic research shows is of great interest both to students
and to their parents. The dates are June 20 through 26,
2009 at Carroll University, Waukesha, Wisconsin. After
completing the Seminar, Plantenberg says, participants
will have a deep understanding of the different sectors of
the world affected by world hunger. They will aso have
explored and formed ideas on how to help relieve the
crisison alocal, national, and global level.

Also featured will be Will Allen, former NBA
Basketball player and head of GGrowing Power,O an
organization dedicated to Urban Farming located in
Milwaukee. Allen grows chemical-free food which he
sells to restaurants and stores and often gives to food
banks. Having grown up on a farm outside Washington,
D. C., Allen calls himself a Garmer first,Owho provides
Good for the people.O His presentations are inspiring,
fun and challenging.

WAS provides living accommodations, al meds,
program materials and more for a fee ($600 domestic
and $500 for overseas students

O\ vigorous fundraising initiative is underway
to help WAS establish itself firmly as we enter into this
New Year. The West Allis Club has made a generous
contribution of $5,000 to that purpose,O Plantenberg
said.

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Beloit Rotary Club President and Alliant Energy
Company Executive Jeff Adams spoke to the Delavan
Darien Rotary Club at Lake Lawn Resort on February
16, 2009 about sustainability, climate change and
energy. His presentation touched on the proposed cap
and trade system for carbon credits and the fact that
carbon will be a mega trend in the future. Cap
and trade regimes have existed for some raw materials
such as sulfur for ailmost 20 years. The proposed carbon
cap and trade program would reward companies that
have low carbon footprints and require those companies
with high carbon footprints to pay a penalty or buy
emission credits from companies under the limit. Jeff
was not able to predict when this cap and trade regime
would begin, but his company believes that it will
happen in the future.

The other part of the presentation described
carbon as a mega trend. Carbon will create fundamental
and sweeping change and consumers and media will
keep up pressure for action. Three possible outcomes
are envisioned today...Policy Stalemate, Palitical
Realism and Stabilization. Alliant assesses that Political
Redlism is the most likely scenario. This scenario
includes state and regiona regulations and some federal
action by 2012. He did concede, however, that today's
economic climate makes this scenario less likely.
Another wild card in the scenario is how the lesser
developed world will react to carbon regulations--
particularly China. The bottom line--carbon will be a
big topic in energy generation in the future.

Last month you had an opportunity to read an article

about our youth of today. This is an article about the

youth of tomorrow, which all Rotarians have a

wonderful opportunity to be a part of. Yes, I am

referring to our Interact Clubs. Interact was founded in

Melbourne, FI. on November 5, 1962. As Rotarians and

US citizens we have a real ownership to this growing

organization. Interact stands for International Action and

is designed for young people ages 14 to 18. At present

there are 11,866 Clubs in over 132 countries with a

membership of 272,918. There are 9,280 Rotary club

sponsors. In District 6270 we have 58 Rotary Clubs and
seven certified Interact Clubs. We had two new clubs
start up this year, Nathan Hale High School sponsored
by West Allis Rotary and Kohler High School sponsored
by Sheboygan Rotary. We also have two clubs that are

Why Interact you ask? Because by sponsoring
such a club you will find help in achieving your service
goals in your own communities, in communities abroad,
as well as fostering fellowship, goodwill and
development of future leaders in the process. The youth
of an Interact Club bring energy to a level you have to
experience to believe. Yes, they have the technology
smarts, and are able to put them to great use around the
world. Hopefully you are asking how to start. Well, here
is a very simple recipe:

1. Form an Interact subcommittee.

2. Get your hands on the newest addition of the
Interact Handbook (It walks you through
everything).

3. Contact your District New Generation
Chairperson.

4. Identify the membership base school or other
community base.

5. Hold informational and organizational meetings.

6. If your plan is a school-based membership you
must schedule a meeting with School Officials.

7. Select an advisor, usually a school employee if

school based.

Select your Rotary liaison person

9. Hold your first meeting of 15-plus committed
members to Interact.

10. Complete the Interact Club Organization List
and submit to Rotary International. This final
step is very important so that your Club is
indeed certified.
