Tha report does not and has not contained the sodial
secuity numberonit. In orderto usethis:

Rotary Youth Exchange Host Families
The host family must first complete the hog home
appication, leaving off the socid secuity nunber. That
should be sent to Karen Stauffer, who will contact the
family and advise them how to use this system.
Rotary Volunteer sworking with Youth
For al other volunteers, a volunteer affidavit must be
completed. Thisthen should be sent, along with a check
for the cost, currently $3.95, to Steve Affeldt, who will
contact the individual and advise them how to use this
system Olviousl if anindividud does not haveacces
to the internet, this option is not available. If you have a
family that would like to host, or a volunteer that wants
to work with youth, but they are hesitant about providing
their social security numbers, this may provide a means
by which we canaccanmadatethem.

Milwaukee Police Chief Edward Flynn with members of

Milwaukee Police Chief Ed Flynn, resplendentin an
impeccable police uniform with four gold stars on his
shoulders, gave a fasdnating talk to Rotary Amigos de
Milwaukee during their regular meeting on Tuesday
June 2, 2009 at Quimera Cocina Boricua Restaurant.
Chief Flynn stated his remarkswith, "Welcome to the
increasinty safe city of Milwaukee."Last yea there
were 3000 fewer crime victims, he reported, and so far
this year there are 1600 fewer crime victims. Chief
Flynn told Rotarians that his department is Community
Based, Problem Focused and Data Driven. After taking
command, Chief Flynn redrew the borders of the seven
police districts to encompass entire neighborhoods. For
example, one of the police districts used to run north
south and included both North Milwaukee and Southern
parts of Milwaukee. Police need are very differert
between those two areas, the Chief explained. "The core
business of our depatment is to control crime in
Milw awkee" said the Chief. To helpin that god, thereis
an increased police presence in the neighborhoods in
Milwaukee. Chief Flynn explained that ordinary citizens
need to feel safe to be out and about in ther
neighborhoods. When they are able to do that, this helps
the police by sighting people that areinvolved in crime.

Chief Flynn told Rotarians in the question and
answer portion that his wife had received a Rotary
Ambassadorial Scholarship when she graduated from
college. He sad that Rotary had always been very
special to him. Chief Flynn emphasized to all Rotarians
at the meetirg that Milwaukee is a saf city for honest
people and urged Amigos Rotary de Milwaukee
members to be cheerleades for Milwaukee In closng,
the chief stressé tha his department is Community
Based Problem Focused and Data Driven--all to make
Milwaukeea greatandsafecity.

Ken was an active member of Racine West
Rotary Club for 30 years, having served in most every
club position. After serving two terms as president of
Racine West ('94-'95 and '01-'02), he served as ADG for
Zone | for two years ('03-'05).

He and his son, Paul, logged many
hours riding around Racine County. His dream had been
to travel Route 66 on his Indian. He fulfilled that dream
and was returning home when the accident occurred that
took hislife.

With local food pantries experiencing increasing need,
four Rotary clubs hope to fill pantry shelves and bank
accounts while lighting up your Christmas holiday
nights for yearsto come.

Hartford and Slinger/Allenton
Rotary are aso supporting Enchantment in the Park,
which will aso be a massive volunteer undertaking to
help the hungry. Orhe food pantries in Washington
County are overwhelmed,O said Sandy Potter of
Washington County Human Services in a video shown
Wednesday. Betsy Guild, chairperson of the joint
Rotary project, said, Orhis should generate, at least 1(n
hoping, an unprecedented amount of food raised for the
pantries.O Nonprofit organizations will aso receive a
small donation for the hours they work during the annual
event, Guild said.

The project to benefit families in need is

expectedto brighten the hdidays for many residents

with displays that include a light castle. The event will
include a driving portion with lights wrapping all the
buildings ard treesalong the way, sad MelissaLipska
of the Creative Design Commitee. A light fountain of
large arches of lights that bounce and change colors will
herald the entry to Santa@ Workshop (the Small Animal
Building), she said. There will be othea displays,
coordinated music, and concessions.

The design team includes Paul Hayden, who
doesinteractive displays for Discowvery World, andSteve
White of the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee
Theate Depariment. OIt® nice to see this come
together,()said Lipska, who works for the West Bend
Parks, Recreation and Forestry Department.

Begun in November, Guild said the project
became so massive that thoughts turned to opening it to
the public in 2010.
