After dinner, ShelterBox  CEO Tom Henderson 

told Rotarians about the beginnings of ShelterBox.  
Since that beginning 10 years ago, ShelterBox has sent 
kits to more than 800,000 people in 57 countries!  A 
ShelterBox weighs about 50 kilograms and has a tent, 
dishes, water-purification supplies, blankets and other 
supplies that allow 10 people to survive after a natural 
disaster.  Tom emphasized that since he has 33,000 
"branch offices" throughout the Rotary World, 
his organization can be extremely effective in 
responding to natural disasters.  During the conference, 
over $2100 were raised for ShelterBoxes.  Several other 
clubs also pledged money for a ShelterBox including the 
Neenah club, led by president Jerry Rickman.  After the 
evening meal, RI Presidential Rep Joe Beltz met D6270 
outbound Ambassadorial Scholar Andy Lange, who will 
be studying in Costa Rica starting this fall. 

Saturday dawned cold and rainy, but since all 
activities were indoors, no one seemed to mind.  Since 
Elkhart Lake is in the heart of dairy country, former 
Alice in Dairyland Courtney Booth welcomed Rotarians 
with some amazing facts about the impact of the dairy 
business in Wisconsin.  The dairy industry in Wisconsin 
has a 20.6 billion dollar impact for Wisconsin's 
economy.  Each dairy cow's contribution to our economy 
is $17,000 per year!  The breakfast key-note speaker was 
Rotarian Roger Cram, the director of special projects at 
Hiram College in Hiram, OH.  Roger spoke on the 
values used by world heroes of peace, such as the 
Tuskegee Airman of World War II.  Morning breakout 
sessions included topics such as Guatemala Medical 
Relief Project, ShelterBox and lessons learned as a  
Rotary Ambassadorial Scholar. 

The lunch keynote speaker was unable to attend 
due to bad flying weather on the east coast.  Former 
Ambassadorial Scholar Katie Krueger gave an 
outstanding talk on her time in Dakar, Senegal as an 
Ambassadorial Scholar.  She and two other partners set 
up a foundation to feed 200 needy students at a local 
elementary school. Since 2002, this foundation has 
raised over 30,000 dollars, 80% from Rotarians.  Katie 
also told Rotarians that she learned many great 
leadership lessons from her friends in Dakar, such as the 
ability to give with gratitude and how much each of us 
has to be thankful for.  Following the afternoon break-

out sessions, the District Annual Meeting was held.  
Assembled Rotarians approved the budget for 2009-10 
and a number of routine resolutions commending the 
GSE teams, RI President's Rep, and confirming District 
Governor Nominee Nancy Rhodes.

Kenosha Rotary Recognized Twice 
Neither wind nor rain stopped members of The Rotary 
Club of Kenosha from gathering for the unveiling of the 
new "Rotary Drive" in Kenosha on April 21, 2009.  
Rotary Drive is the portion of 14th Avenue between 57th 
and 58th Streets. 

Mayor Keith Bosman and the City of Kenosha 
honored the Club for founding and continuing to support 
the Rotary Safety Center, 5716 14th Avenue, which now 
houses the Safety Education and Crime Prevention 
divisions of the Kenosha Police Department.  The 
Kenosha Rotary Safety Center provides programs 
throughout the entire school year to private, public, and 
parochial schools in Kenosha.  The Center encourages a 
positive relationship between the child and police 
department; instills important safety values with 
elementary school children; reduces the chance of 
children becoming victims of crimes; and promotes a 
safe environment around elementary schools.  About 
560,000 children have benefitted. 

The Rotary Club of Kenosha funds the Safety 
Center through a grant program with funds from a live-
broadcast two-day radio auction.  The annual "WLIP 
Rotary Radio Auction,Ó just completing its 56th year, 
was honored in May 2009 with the Rotary International 
Significant Achievement Award.  The radio auction 
earns some $30,000.00 annually, totaling over 
$1,000,000 to date, for grants to non-profit groups 
serving Kenosha County, Wisconsin residents.  The 
event enjoys about 95% membership participation for 
over 800 hours of Club service time and has been co-
sponsored for 56 years by WLIP 1050 AM Radio.  All 
expenses are donated or paid by the Club separately 
from any auction money earned, so all funds paid by 
bidders are granted by the Kenosha Rotary Foundation.  
Significant features of this annual event that have 
contributed to its recognition, success and longevity 
include: 

Agency programs benefiting children and 
families are funded by the grant program with a high 
priority placed on child safety, basic needs, and those 
facing physical or developmental challenges. 

Nearly all of the clubÕs members are involved 
each year in active solicitation of auction items, selling, 
doing the paperwork, running the auction, or in making 
the grant awards. 

The auction, request for agency grant proposals, 
and grant awards are all publicized in the Kenosha News 
and in a weekly entertainment magazine, Happenings, 
that also lists the auction items being offered, 
supplemented by PSAs on the host radio station, WLIP-
AM, and on public radio WGTD-FM, resulting in year-
round widespread attention for Rotary. The funds raised 
equal about $400 - $500 per club member per year. The 
radio auction is managed using software developed for 
the club and a detailed manual documents all facets of 
the auction.  Volunteer Dan Simoneau converted the 
software to Access 2007 this year. 

Each current yearÕs auction activity and grant 
making are complete by June 30. 

In February 2009, the club Board honored 
Kenosha RotaryÕs Executive Secretary Gil Dosemagen 
with its ÒService above SelfÓ award at a surprise 
ceremony and banquet.  Dosemagen has been the 
principal organizing force for the WLIP Rotary Radio 
Auction.  In announcing the R.I. Significant 
Achievement Award to the Club, President Len Iaquinta 
emphasized DosemagenÕs roles in the auction and the 
Safety Center.

Group Study Exchange Ð 2010 

District 6270 has just bid farewell to a wonderful Group 
Study Exchange (GSE) team from southern India and 
now we are preparing for next yearÕs exchange and we 
are asking for your help to find a team leader and team 
members. While we do not yet know the exact dates of 
our exchange, it is expected to be in late Spring 2010. 

DGE Bill Wresch has announced that District 
6270 is partnering with District 2330 from Sweden on a 
2010 Group Study Exchange (GSE). Your District GSE 
Committee is in the process of accepting applications for 
district Rotarians that would like to apply to be the team 
leader to Sweden and for non-Rotarians that would like 
to apply to be GSE team members. The GSE program of 
The Rotary Foundation of Rotary International is a 
unique cultural and vocational exchange opportunity for 
young business professional men and women. GSE 
teams are composed of one Rotarian team leader and 
four non-Rotarian team members, usually of various 
business professional backgrounds. 

Exchanges are normally  four weeks in length. 
While in the host country participants visit local 
businesses, government offices, historical and cultural 
sites, attend scheduled vocational visits and stay with 
Rotarian host families. In addition, the team attends host 
district Rotary meetings where they present programs 
about their home country and professions. 

The team leader has the responsibility to build a 
well informed and cohesive team. He/she will orient 
team members about Rotary and assist them in preparing 
the programs they will present about their country and 
professions to Rotary Clubs in the host district. While in 
the host district the team leader will represent the 
governor of the home district and act as advisor and 
counselor to the team. Post exchange, responsibilities 
include assisting the team with a final report, and in 
preparing a program about the exchange to be presented 
to home district Rotary Clubs.  

Team members are district residents that are 
employed and enthusiastic about their professions, they 
are between the ages of 25 and 40, personable and 
citizens of the country. They cannot be the child or 
grandchild of a current Rotarian. Prior to the exchange 
team members will participate in orientation training 
sessions, prepare presentations and comply with all team 
members requirements as listed in the Group Study 
Exchange Handbook. Post exchange, team members will 
complete a final report and prepare presentations about 
the exchange to be presented to home district Rotary 
Clubs.

DG Tamie, DGE Bill, DGN Paul, PDG Mike Slawny, 
PDG and District Secretary Bob Hosch and District 
Treasurer John Scherer met at the Olympia Resort in 
Oconomowoc, WI on May 7, 2009 for the regularly 
scheduled Exec Committee Meeting.  DG Tamie 
reported a communication from  Rotary Zone 27 
regarding the Rotary Foundation.  Foundation Chair 
Jonathan Majiyagbe wrote:  "At their April meeting, The 
Rotary Foundation Trustees examined how the current 
global economic crisis has affected the Foundation's 
ability to support RotariansÕ good work worldwide.  
Like all foundations, we have experienced substantial 
unrealized investment losses, forcing us to suspend 
Matching Grand applications in March of this year.  
These losses will also have an impact on the amount of 
money available for program awards in the coming 
year (2009-10)"   Foundation Trustees made some 
difficult decisions, including a 70% reduction for 
Matching Grants in 2009-10.  Group Study 
Exchange partner districts wil l spread their exchanges 
over two years in fiscal years 2010-11 and 2011-12, with 
one team being funded in each of the years.  Funding 
determination for 2012-13, the final year of the 
program before the Future Vision Plan is implemented 
across the foundation, will be made in April of 2010.  
Because of the world financial situation, The 
Foundation's budget for 2009-10 was reduced to 
$153.5 million, which is slightly less than the projected 
actual budget for 2008-09.

This was a situation we had never talked about, nor 
perhaps thought would happen. I urge each club to talk 
about this kind of situation occurring at either the 
weekly club meeting or at an event at a future club 
assembly.  Talk about who could assist in a medial 
emergency.  (In our case it was a Dentist and a 
Veterinarian who stepped up to assist.) Who would call 
9-1-1?  (Lots of cell phones in the room Ð only one 
person needs to call.)  Who should step up and adjourn 
the meeting, if  the club president is involved in aiding 
the person?  Have a planned emergency adjournment 
procedure.  Finally Ð have someone who can notify club 
members about the status of the individual after the 
meeting Ð bring closure to the situation.  Use this as an 
opportunity to learn about each other and to plan ahead 
of time.

Hopf cancels hike on  
Appalachian Trail 

Fundraising money will provide clean  
water in Guatemala

Former Delafield fi tness club manager John Hopf 
knew he was in for a tough six months when he set 
out to hike the Appalachian Trail, but he didnÕt 
expect it to end like this. After 10 days on the trail, 
the 27-year-old Delafield man decided early last 
month to end his hike to raise money for water 
filtration systems in Guatemala and Tanzania. In his 
online blog, Hopf wrote he was not able to sleep or 
hike well because it rained eight of his 10 days on 
the trail. He also wrote that he started his hike with 
an illness.   

On April 5, Hopf posted a blog entry to 
hike4water.blogspot.com explaining why he would 
no longer continue with his trek. ÒSince the first day 
on the trail, I questioned whether I bit off more than 
I can chew. I began to miss home, miss friends and 
miss family. As written in an early blog, I knew this 
would be the hardest part of my adventure. In the 
end this was the demise of my trip,Ó Hopf wrote. 
ÒAfter several hard days and constantly giving 
myself ÔpepÕ talks, I knew that the right decision for 
me, was to go home.Ó Hopf also said he gained life 
experience from the trip, and he looks forward to 
pursuing his ultimate goal of financing bio-sand 
filters, water pipelines and well construction for 
clean drinking water in Guatemala and Tanzania.  

Hopf aimed to collect $100,000 in donations 
through his ÒHike 4 WaterÓ fund-raiser. He had 
collected $20,000 as of February. Hopf said the 
money raised will go toward providing water filters. 
He and his friends paid for his hiking expenses. 
Once he has a better idea of his fundraising efforts, 
Hopf said he plans to get in touch with Hearts in 
Motion, the group he travelled to Guatemala with to 
learn about the countryÕs water access issues.
